I recall even after all
these years the fallacy of non causa pro causa— confusing what is not a cause with the
cause: merely because one event follows another does not mean that it was caused by
what preceded. While there may be no logical connection between any two events, the
memories of those days are still with me, a consequence of the fine personal qualities of
Mrs. Inderjit Kaur. She has crossed many milestones since then and this collection
from her friends and relatives is fine tribute to her many achievements.

In her journey, she has been a student, teacher, Principal, Vice-Chancellor
and Chairperson, but to my mind, her most essential and immediate role is that
of Mama, as my brother Ravinder and I call her.

S he is a woman extraordinaire. Inderjit Kaur Sandhu has led a full and fulfilling

She was the first woman Vice-Chancellor of a university in North India, one of the
three woman VCs in the world in 1975. Staff Selection Commission, New Delhi, also
had her as its first woman chairperson. As I spent over six decades watching her
navigate a male-centric world with rare grace and aplomb, I grew to admire her. In
this, I am far from alone. Her colleagues, students and many others who came in
contact with her, often spoke of how their life changed for the better, at some point or
the other, after her intervention.

The book is a collection of the accounts of some of her closest associates. I am grateful
to Mrs Gursharan Kaur, who has kindly written the Foreword. She is always gracious;
once again, she has been generous. Since I lived at home for a significant part of my life,
my friends knew my parents. They, too, have contributed articles to this festschrift.

Mama was educated in Patiala and Lahore. Her love for the Punjabi language and
culture led her to be in the first batch of students who earned an MA degree in Punjabi.
She would marry Giani Gurdit Singh, a leading Punjabi journalist and author, and
become Vice-Chancellor of one of the rare universities named after a language,
Punjabi University, Patiala. It is only fitting that a significant part of the volume
comprises articles written in Punjabi, which gives them a unique flavour.

At 98, she has weathered many a crisis but kept her indomitable spirit alive. She has
shown remarkable forbearance as this book evolved. The journey was
challenging—delays, glitches, loss of data, and above all, my inability to devote the
necessary chunk of time — all contributed to the delay in publishing the book.

Invitations for contributions were sent in 2011 and many of the articles were
written soon thereafter. They have not been revised. Some of the pieces, however, were
commissioned recently. They all capture the flavour of my mother's life through various
stages. The book is heavily illustrated with pictures. They will undoubtedly reignite
many memories among readers. Birthdays were significant events for the family, and
we have many shots that reflect the time. I have endeavoured to give detailed captions,
and, in subsequent editions, I will make every endeavour to correct them, if necessary.

Unfortunately, during the time it took to produce the book, we lost eminent
people who had written for the book—the historian Professor Kirpal Singh; former
Registrar, Punjabi University, Patiala Tirath Singh; the well-known author, Sahitya
Akademi Award-winner Dr Dalip Kaur Tiwana; journalist Niranjan Singh Sathi; and
writer-critic Dr Kuldip Singh Dhir.
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Capturing the essence of Inderjit Kaur is difficult. Doordarshan Jalandhar
endeavoured to do so in its Dhian Punjab Dian series episode in 2009. The BBC
recently (August 2020) featured her in a series of 10 most influential women in India
for aweb series that ran in Hindi, Punjabi, Gujarati, Marathi, Tamil, and Telugu. In this
volume, we see her through the eyes of those who mattered so much to her.

As we look at the accomplished women of today, Mama and I see how well women
have done, a far cry from the time when she started her education in Patiala in the
1920s. Even as we celebrate the accomplishments of women in fields that did not even
exist when my mother started her journey as a professional, I still think that ensuring
that her memory stays alive is essential. This volume is an endeavour in that direction.

My gratefulness to the contributors knows no bounds. Through their accounts, the
image I had of my mother was greatly enriched and became multi-dimensional. They
have also shown patience even as the book took along time to come to fruition. My wife,
Jaspreet, gave me the necessary support and inputs as the book went along. RM Singh
has always risen to the occasion to provide covers, and he outdid himself this time. His
sketch portrait has been widely used and appreciated.

We launched the book on September 1, 2021. The shadow of the Covid pandemic
ensured that it was a hybrid event, largely online. The speakers at the Zoom meeting
included Sardar Tarlochan Singh, Ex-MP, Dr Arvind, Vice-Chancellor Punjabi
University, Patiala, brought in a personal note in his address, as did another predecessor,
Dr S S Boparai IAS, Ex Vice-Chancellor of the university. Dr Nikky-Guninder Kaur
Singh, Crawford Professor and Chair of the Department of Religious Studies at Colby
College, recorded her message from Maine, MI, USA. Dr Neelam Mansingh
Chaudhary, the eminent Theatre Director, was with us in Chandigarh, as was Dr Ranjit

The book and the event received extensive coverage in the medial and we ran out of
copies of the First Edition. We are now presenting the Second Edition. It has a new article,
in Punjabi, by Prof Gurinder Singh Mann of the Global Institute for Sikh Studies, New
York. Also included in this edition is the message we received from Capt. Amarinder
Singh, and selections from the media coverage. The flipbook version of the book
(https:/fliphtml5.com/homepage/bxrmw) has been read extensively, pointing at changing
preferences and needs of the post-pandemic world.

I am deeply grateful to my dear friends who took out the time and went through
various iterations as the book progressed; to the designers who gave it a format that
evolved; the computer specialists who sorted out problems that seemed
insurmountable at the time, and the final pre-press expert who has prepared the book
for us. Above all, naturally, I am grateful to God, who gave me parents whose
multifaceted lives and accomplishments are for the world to see. I am so glad that my
labour of love, the tribute to my mother, is resonating with readers.

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An Icon of Punjabi Culture

HE name of Madam Inderjit

Kaur Sandhu evokes the

memories of yonder days when
she came to Punjabi University, Patiala as
its first, and alas probably, its last woman
Vice-Chancellor. She was indeed an icon
of Punjabi intellect and culture in every
sense of the term. Madam Sandhu was
an excellent administrator. Within days
of her arrival, the haphazard and ad hoc
system of the university was streamlined,
and there was order everywhere.

What was very significant in this
highly systematic approach was that on
the one hand, the wheels of the
administration moved smoothly in
various parallel channels, on the other,
the functioning of the departments of the
university never manifested any conflict
of interest. This was her extreme
ingenuity. Wherever there was any need,
it was immediately addressed to, and a
suitable remedy was found without any
hustle or fuss.
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While for the university
administration such a sympathetic and
competent Vice-Chancellor was an
unexpected boon, what mattered most
personally for me was her extremely
encouraging engagement in the
development of Punjabi language,
literature, art and culture. This was the
seventh decade of the twentieth century,
and I was then Professor of
Anthropological Linguistics.

Madam Sandhu had an extensive
incisive experience of Punjabi art and
culture. Under her guidance, the
book, A Phulkari from
Bhatinda soon became a
classic. The discourse of
the Phulkari articulated
that a Punjabi Phulkari
was not a simple
headcover to be worn
on certain auspicious
occasions. On it were embroidered
the semiological patterns of our
cultural destiny. It was a small world
where nature was not very distant
from culture.

With very affectionate consultations
with her husband, Giani Gurdit Singh,
Madam Sandhu encouraged me to set up
an Institute of Punjabi Culture. The
intense intellectual activity that this
project engendered resulted in a series of
publications. The Linguistic Atlas of the
Punjab, A Phulkari from Bhatinda, and Folk Art

of the Punjab were some of the articulations
of this movement. At every step of the

preparation of these volumes, there was
intense intellectual discussion.

Madam Sandhu had an extensive
incisive experience of Punjabi art and
culture. Under her guidance, the book, 4
Phulkari from Bhatinda soon became a
classic. The discourse of the Phulkari
articulated that a Punjabi Phulkari was
not a simple headcover to be worn on
certain auspicious occasions. On it were
embroidered the semiological patterns of
our cultural destiny. It was a small world
where nature was not very distant from
culture.

The conceptual distances were
created by the abstract forms of
multicoloured squares and circles,
impressionistic configurations and the
composite blend of all the symbols
required for a proportional, harmonious
setting of a carefully worked out
meditational system. The highly complex
and abstract network of symbols was due
to a steady growth of a well-tuned mind
and a vision that was both beautiful and
incisive. Its conceptual dialectic moved
from the most ordinary facts and forms to
the most sophisticated abstractions on
human nature. Such was the discourse of
Punjabi Phulkari. The presentation and
analysis of its symbols and configurations
were due to intense discussions with
Madam Sandhu. This was one of her most
significant contributions to Punjabi
culture.

Similarly, the Folk Art of the Punjab
presented other artistic articulations of
Punjabi art and culture. It delineated the
Punjabi discourse of the art and
philosophy of courage, voluptuous
celebration and demythologizing
incisions. There were detailed analyses of



the artistic creations which conform to the
collective consciousness of our young
artists of a continuous heritage of
innumerable centuries on the
paradigmatic line of history.

With the most ordinary materials of
cotton and clay, our young girls prepared
their “dowry” and contributed to the
aesthetic sensibility of their surroundings.
It was obvious from the extreme
sophistication of form across a coherent
system of content-oriented trans-
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formations that these girls were not just
playing with dolls.

These publications under the highly
incisive guidance of Madam Sandhu are a
tribute to her love and longings for her
cultural heritage, and also her very
penetrating conceptualisation of the art
and culture of the Punjab.

and an administrator. She has seen life

convention, in ways quite gentle,
feminine and firm.

In the process, she made many
inroads into a world dominated by men.
She stood out as an achiever in her chosen
profession of teaching where she rose to
the highest possible office of a Vice-
Chancellor, and then went on to blaze new
trails as Chairman of the Staff Selection
Commission, New Delhi, again the first,
and till now, the only woman to hold that
position. For me, as I have seen my
mother’s journey unfold before me, it has
been an experience of watching women’s
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empowerment take place, both at home
and among her many colleagues, students
and friends.

What I have seen around me has
changed so much in the six-odd decades
of existence, butlet’s look at the world as it
was for women about a century ago, when
Inderjit Kaur Sandhu was born, to gain a
better picture of where the journey
started from.

What did you do if you were a
woman born at that time? If you were
poor, you grew up, learned “womanly”
skills like cooking, sewing, knitting, etc.,
got married and raised children. If you
were from a rich family, you grew up in
comfort, learnt how to behave like a lady,
picked up conversational skills, maybe a
bit of poetry and singing, were educated
in the scriptures, sometimes received
regular education, and .... got married,
raised children....

Women’s education in Punjab is old,
the first boarding school for women
opened in 1894, and a school for women
was started in Barnala by Bibi Pardhan
Kaur, daughter of Baba Ala Singh, the
founder of Patiala dynasty. The kings of
Patiala had an interest in education and
provided their capital city with excellent
educational institutions. I would rib my
Stephanian friends by pointing out that
Government Mohindra College, Patiala,
established in 1875, predated St
Stephen’s College, which was founded in
1881. The foundation stone of the
Government Victoria Girls School, where
Inderjit Kaur studied, was laid by Lady
Emilie Agnew Rivaz, wife of Sir Charles
Montgomery Rivaz then Lieutenant-
Governor of the Punjab, on March 4,
1905.
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Inderjit Kaur was privileged in that
her father, Col Sher Singh Sandhu, was a
progressive and liberal person. His wife
Kartar Kaur and he had celebrated their
eldest daughter’s birth with the same
fanfare that accompanied the birth of a
son in a feudal society.

Col Sher Singh had made a name for
himself by opting for a career in the Army
which took him and his family to remote
regions, including the North-West
Frontier Province and Peshawar. Col Sher
Singh’s five children—two sons, Jagjit
Singh and Gurmit Singh, and three
daughters Inderjit Kaur, Gurdev Kaur
and Amarjit Kaur—largely lived in their
hometown, Patiala.

Inderjit Kaur fondly remembers the
influence that her great-grandfather,
Sardar Sundar Singh had on her. His
portrait and a sanad, issued under the seal

of Viceroy and Governor-General of
India, signed by Lord Chelmsford, dated
January 1, 1920, proudly hangs in her
room till date. Addressed to Sardar
Sundar Singh, Karora, Quila Mubarak,
Patiala State, Punjab, it states: “I hereby
confer upon you the title of Sardar Sahib
as a personal distinction.” Karora Sahib,
as he was commonly known, had served
Maharaja Bhupinder Singh and
performed his duties at the palace with
distinction.

Although it was still unusual, girls
from ‘good’ families did go to school
during those days; Patiala had a
progressive attitude towards education of
the girl child, inculcated right from the
top by Maharaja Mohinder Singh and his
successors. Among Inderjit Kaur’s
contemporaries was Dr S Ganda Singh—
Retired Head, Dept. of Obstetrics and

Gynaecology, Govt Medical College
Patiala. She too lived in Chandigarh
before passing awayin 2021.

Inderjit Kaur and her sisters Gurdev
Kaur and Amarjit Kaur studied at
Victoria Girls School, Patiala. It was quite
near their sprawling ancestral house in
Lal Bagh. Childhood was spent in idyllic
surrounding of a loving family and a
house with a garden full of inviting fruit
trees, for which the young Inderjit Kaur

had a major fondness.

After she earned her matriculation, it
was time to pursue higher education,
although her paternal grandfather
advocated that the young, attractive girl
be married off. Young Inderjit, with her
father’s support, asserted her right to
study further and got her way.

By this time Col Sher Singh was
posted in Peshawar, and his daughter
went to Lahore, where she did her BT at
RB Sohan Lal Training College. She
earned an MA in Philosophy from
Government College, Lahore. This was
done as a boarder, since her parents
wanted the best facilities for their
daughter, even if it meant her studying
away from home.

The student became a teacher even
before her results were out! Inderjit Kaur
taught at Victoria Girls Intermediate
College, which she officially joined as a
gazetted lecturer on December 16, 1946,
after her result was announced.

This was a time of flux, and the
idealistic teacher with a fiery spirit led her
students to help out the families that were
displaced a few months later by the
Partition. There was an influx of refugees
from the area that fell in Pakistan. Inderjit
Kaur became an activist and helped form
the Mata Sahib Kaur Dal, of which she was
the Secretary.

“With the active support of our
chairman, Sardarni Manmohan Kaur,
wife of Sardar Gian Singh Rarewala, we
rehabilitated around 400 families at
Patiala.

Initially, we were
embarrassed, but we got over it because of
our cause and the good we saw, we could
do by distributing to the needy,” she
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recollects. She even faced early
opposition at home, but as she says, it is
not by rebelling that you get your ways; it is
by handling responsibilities and proving
yourself that you pave your way to
success.

The Dal even sent out two truckloads
of such material to persons in Baramulla,
Kashmir, where the Patiala Army had
come to the rescue of the locals. She was
instrumental in setting up Mata Sahib
Kaur Dal School, Patiala, for mainly
refugee children. “Since we saw how
helpless women were, we organised
training in self-defence for women
refugees and took partinit...I topped the
shooting competition,” she recollects with
asmile.

“Soon after Partition, I saw that some
marooned Muslim women were being

exploited, and with the help of a Muslim
friend in Pakistan, and by pushing the
Indian bureaucracy, I was able to get
hundreds of women into Pakistan,” she
recollects.

It was back to teaching again for
Inderjit Kaur and among her students
was her sister, Gurdev Kaur, who
recollects “Bhenji used to prepare so
much for her lectures that at times we
would hear her muttering in her sleep,
and then I would have to hear it again the
next morning!” Her students did her
proud. They include Mrs Gursharan
Kaur, Punjabi writers Dalip Kaur Tiwana
(1935-2020), Ram Sarup Ankhi (1932 -
2010) and Balbir Momi; Hindi writer
Kishan Kanta; Ramnika Bedi, who
became an MP from Madhya Pradesh and
many educationists.

Singh, Principal Teja Singh, Bhai Sahib
Bhai Vir Singh and Sardar Bahadur Sir
Teja Singh Mailk.

Standing out in a world of men is
something that she is used to, having been
a pioneer in many ways, and in the
process has become an exemplar for
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many a woman she taught. For her,
education was the only vehicle for
learning as well as improving oneself. The
teacher had the aim of building the
student’s character. Education also meant
inculcation of culture in the student
through history and literature.

Government College for Women,
Patiala, was a “home” for a decade (1946-
1955) after which she was to move, as
Professor of Education at the State
College of Education, Patiala (1955-
1958).

She then joined Basic Training
College, Chandigarh (1958-1967), where
she was Professor of Education and also
held, for some time, the charge of Vice-
Principal.

Chandigarh was a new city, full of
opportunities and Inderjit Kaur was
training teachers who educate
youngsters. Even decades later, her
students-turned-teachers would spread
around the world and would visit the
family from countries like Ethiopia, the
UK, Americaand Canada.

She married Giani Gurdit Singh in
1958. He was a journalist, who owned and
edited the daily Parkash newspaper,
author and a member of the Punjab
Legislative Council (1956-1962). She had
told her parents that she wanted to

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achieve something before getting
married and that she would not marry a
typical aristocrat who would drink and
make merry. “I was looking for someone
more enlightened, who would give
respect and equal rights to women.”

The couple had made Chandigarh
their home and had two children. I was
born in 1960, and my brother Ravinder
Singh in 1961. At that time our home was
one where eminent people often came
together, they included writers like Sirdar
Kapur Singh, ICS, Dr M. S. Randhawa,
Prof Pritam Singh, Prof Sant Singh
Sekhon, Acharya Hazari Prasad Dwivedi,
Jai Chand Vidyalalankar, Balbir Singh
Dil, Attar Singh, actor-writer Balraj Sahni
and political leaders like Partap Singh
Kairon, Giani Kartar Singh and Darbara
Singh. Inderjit Kaur would hold her own
as these meets turned into literary
interactions, even as she hosted these
stalwarts.

What many people don’t know is that she
edited the work as it came, and was the
valued in-house critic for the writer. Two
books that form parts of Mera Pind won
two UNESCO prizes. Mera Pind till this
day, is recognised as a landmark in
Punjabi literature.

Patiala exerted its claim on its
daughter, and in 1968 she took over as
Principal of the Government College for
Women. By this time, we were school-
going children and for me, most of the
memories of seeing and recognising signs
of women’s emancipation in people other
than my mother, start at this point.

I had always realised that education
had made my mother stand out among
other women; it was the tool that had
shaped her mind and gave her the ability

iversity of Hull, the UK
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to make a difference.

At Patiala, I was to realise another
essential aspect of liberation for
women—mobility. It came in the form of a
Pearl moped, owned by a delicate Asha,
who battled the infirmities of polio with
courage and dignity. She used her moped
to move around, but preferred to allow
my brother or me to ride the 65cc Pearl
Yamaha, (sold in India between 1965 and
1971) to the petrol station, thereby
avoiding the unwanted attention of
attendants for whom a woman rider was
such an oddity.

Miss Khosa, on the other hand, was a
physical training teacher, much an
institution on her white Vespa, which she
rode with abandon. Such was her
presence and aura that there were times
she turned back striking boy students,
who had come to ask the girls to join
them, by merely staring at them from the
gate and telling them to move on because
they were disturbing the girls.

To my mind, the administrator in my
mother bloomed during this assignment.
The fete at the college was a first, and it
broke stereotypes, allowed the parents to
participate in the growth of their
children’s college, and gave her the
leverage to raise funds from the
government for the science wing. Within
ashort span of three years, she had added
a science wing to the college, and the
strength of the students increased
exponentially.

Of course, many of her students
would get married soon after they left
college and I remember confronting her
and saying that all that she was doing was
preparing better-educated brides for the
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society instead of girls who could
contribute to humanity through their
professional skills and abilities. “There
has to be a bridge; they will train their
daughters as career-oriented women,”
she pronounced. I did not agree, for
years, till I saw some of her former
students bring in their daughters for such
courses.

Inderjit Kaur is particularly proud of
the way in which co-curricular activities
were encouraged, and traditional folk
dance giddha revived. Taking the college
girls to participate in the Republic Day
parade with the giddha troupe gave the
traditional Punjabi folk dance national
exposure.

Guru Nanak Quincentenary
Celebrations were held on a global scale
by Punjabi University, Patiala, in 1969
when “Guru Nanak Mehima Kirtan
Darbar” was organised at GCW. It was
well appreciated, especially by foreign
scholars, who were provided with
translations of shabads from Gurbani in
the form of beautiful booklets.

Bhupindra Kothi, the Principal’s
house, was a former small palace. For us,
it was where we learnt skating, cycling,
raised poultry and enjoyed the fruits of
delicious Langra Banarsi mangoes,
plucked fresh from the trees. The
rooftop, which bore the crest of the Patiala
State, was for flying kites, and sometimes
shooting with our airgun, a sport that
Ravi, my younger brother, excelled at.

Eventually, it was time for us to move
to Amritsar, where, in 1973, my father
became the founding General Secretary
of the Sir Guru Singh Sabha Shatabdi
Committee. The new body was formed
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with the help of then SGPC President
Jathedar Gurcharan Singh Tohra to
commemorate the work of the century-
old revivalist reform movement.

Inderjit Kaur became Principal of
Government College for Women,
Amritsar. Here the college had good
infrastructure and staff, and she could
concentrate on improving the academic
environment.

I particularly remember the visit of
Sant Puran Singh of Pingalwara to the
college. The saintly figure was received
with great fanfare and with his simplicity,
dedication and strong message on the
environment and the need to serve those
less fortunate than us, he left a strong
impression on his audience. Another
important visitor to the college was the
then Governor of Punjab, M M
Chaudhury, who was to be her direct boss
soon.

Having seen her work, he supported
her when her name came up on a panel of
names for the position of Vice-Chancellor.

Inderjit Kaur returned to Patiala as

di e,

Vice-Chancellor of Punjabi University, a
position she held from May 1975 to
October 1977. She energised the
university, mainly by working like a
maniac and leading from the front. I
remember files waiting for her at home
between breakfast and office timings and
after dinner. Between office hours and
dinner, the house was full of people, many
colleagues and visitors from Patiala,
including her proud parents, who would
often drop by to see their daughter.

The university academia buzzed with
activity. It has a galaxy of brilliant people,
including Professor Harbans Singh and
Dr Prof Lal Muni Joshi in religious
studies; the historians Dr Fauja Singh, Dr
Ganda Singh and Dr Kirpal Singh; the
linguist Dr Harjit Singh Gill; Dr Gurdit
Singh and Dr Joginder Kaushal of the
English department; Dr Gulwant Singh
of the Persian department; Dr Dalip Kaur
Tiwana of the Punjabi department; Prof
Taran Singh, Dr Bakhshish Singh, the list
is as long as it is exclusive. Dr H K
Manmohan Singh of the Economics

department would later become Vice-
Chancellor himself. In his later years, he
would regale me with anecdotes from that
period.

She would check how her PhD
students were doing, and this would spur
them on to carry on their research with
more vigour. “I am very happy that we
were able to publish a large number of
books and have more students complete
their PhDs during that time,” she says.

The administrative team of Tirath
Singh, who was Secretary to the Vice-
Chancellor and Dalip Singh Uppal, her
Personal Assistant, ensured that she was
always on top, even if it meant that files
had to be attended after dinner! In time,
over-centralisation was devolved, and the
departmental heads were empowered to
make more decisions regarding the staff
assigned to them. In later years, it has
given her great comfort that both the
members of her personal staff rose high in
administrative positions in the university.

Hazara Singh, who headed the
publishing department of the university,
did a great job and he often remarked:
“Madam managed to get us to do a lot of
work, and we did it so willingly. It was very
satisfying.”

No wonder, Dr M. Santappa, who was
at various times, Vice-Chancellor of Sri
Venkateswara University, Tirupati and
University of Madras, once remarked that
he was surprised that more books had
been published by the university at Patiala
than from his university. “Madam, how
can you doit?” he wondered aloud.

One of her decisions is a part of the
university lore. Inderjit Kaur allotted a
house of higher-than-entitlement
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category to the late Professor L M Joshi, a
scholar of Comparative Religion. When
some people protested, they were told: “I
have given the house to his books. He had
no space to keep them in his old house.
When you have so many books, I will give
abigger house to you, too.”

Over 10,000 books were added to the
university library in the first year alone,
and personal libraries of noted scholars
which had been gifted to the university,
were housed in better facilities. Punjab
History Conference, seminars and
cultural activities kept the university
abuzz.

As the only woman Vice-Chancellor
in India, Inderjit Kaur represented the
country at various international
conferences. She was one of the two Vice-
chancellors from India selected to
participate in the Fourth Trinennial
conference of the International
Association of University Presidents, held
at Boston, MA, USA, November 1975. In
February 1975, she took part in the
Conference of Executive Heads of
Commonwealth Universities at Victoria
University, Wellington, New Zealand. She
was among the three women university
heads in the world. Such visits generated
generous media coverage, something she
handled with élan.

While she often remembers her visits
abroad with fondness because of the
former students she met, the purpose of
her going to the UK was to deliver the
1976 Guru Nanak Lecture at University
of Hull, UK, on “Guru Teg Bahadur,
Nanak IX”. She also spoke at the School
of Oriental Studies, London, during the
same trip. She delivered lectures at
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various universities during her foreign
tours.

“Mrs Sandhu’s management of the
university is characterised by a spirit of
total dedication and integrity and
thorough attention to details.... She is
responsible for innovation in the
university during this short tenure of her
stewardship of the university, which

undoubtedly go to her great credit and
efficient management. She is known for
her diligence and application and has
carried out with confidence and poise the
responsibility of office....Smt Sandhu, I
must mention here, is the second if not
the first woman Vice-Chancellor in India
and also she justified her selection and has
brought credit to all womankind as a
whole, of our country,” M M Chaudhury,
the Chancellor of the university, wrote in
note on the eve of his laying down office as
Governor of Punjab on July 29, 1977. It
was Chaudhary who had selected her
from a panel of three recommended by
the then Chief Minister, Giani Zail Singh.
She resigned in 1977 six months
before her three-year term ended,

because of political differences with the
government led by Parkash Singh Badal
that came to power. This was followed by a
two-year sabbatical in Chandigarh. By
this time we had grown up and while my
brother went to Government College for
Boys, Chandigarh, I studied at St
Stephen’s College, Delhi.

Women had made tremendous
strides in various fields. They had made a
place for themselves in the arts, in science,
diplomacy and with Indira Gandhi at the
helm, even in politics. Yet, there were
some bastions that remained to be
stormed.

Inderjit Kaur was appointed
Chairperson, Staff Selection Commission,
New Delhi, in 1980 for a five-year term.
Delhi can be intimidating for those who
make their way there from other cities,
but she took to it like a duck to water.

I finally had a home in Delhi where 1
could move into from the hostel on the
college campus. We lived in a Rabinder
Nagar flat for some time, before shifting
to the Lodhi Garden house. My father got
very busy with the work of Kendri Sri
Guru Singh Sabha and, along with Sardar
Hukam Singh, in setting up the Guru
Granth Vidya Kendra, Andheria Morh,
Mehrauli, to which Inderjit Kaur
contributed significantly.

As for professional work, she is
credited with streamlining the
examination process of the commission.
She made the staff announce and stick to
schedules for results. She laid down
norms for objective evaluation that are in
use till today.

The commission expanded its scope,
and the office shifted from Lok Nayak
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Smiles of contentment and continued love

Bhawan in Khan Market to the much
more spacious and modern Central
Government Offices (CGO) complex on
Lodhi Road under her watch.

As Chairman, she administered the
four regional offices and thousands of
centres where examinations were held.
Much depended on the goodwill of the
state governments for conducting the
exams, and they were handled with tact,
and when necessary, firmness. Often
candidates for a single test were in lakhs.
To cite one example, the commission took
6.7 lakh applications for examination
during 1983, out of which there were 4.6
lakh candidates for clerical grade
examination alone.

In all, the Staff Selection Commission
provided candidates for over 20,000
vacancies. To interview such candidates,
she had to fly to various regional centres
of the commission, and there were times

when she was travelling 20 days a month.
When her colleague Amar Singh IPS,
Member of the commission, wondered
how she was always well-prepared for the
interviews, no matter what the subject,
she just smiled. Actually, she worked at it
diligently. She was always a voracious
reader, with practically a photographic
memory. Now she read more, and
focused on what was likely to be useful
during the interviews. While she could be
unsparing in setting standards for herself,
she was also widely recognised as a fair
and objective interviewer, who believed in
placing the candidates at ease instead of
intimidating them.

Inderjit Kaur was a leading votary of
the objective-type examination system
and, in 1983, she delivered a keynote
address at a workshop-cum-seminar on
objective tests held at Aligarh Muslim
University, Aligarh. Interestingly
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enough, her predecessor at Staff
Selection Commission, Mr Saiyid Hamid,
had joined his alma mater, AMU as Vice-
Chancellor.

She was the Chairman of Staff
Selection Commission, Delhi, till 1985.
After she demitted office, my parents
moved to Chandigarh. This is where their
journey as a couple had started. Ravi and
I were both in the US then, although in
time we would both be back in
Chandigarh.

To my mind, a truly liberated woman
1s one who has come to terms with life, and
her position in it. After notching up one
achievement after another, Inderjit Kaur
took it easy at home, devoted her time to
her family and her gardens. The three
hand-a-half decades in Chandigarh were
devoted to nurturing relationships.

Giani Gurdit Singh and she had taken
distinctive paths intellectually and
worked on different aspects of
knowledge. They had been independent
in pursuing their endeavours, but when

she felt that her husband needed her,
Inderjit Kaur re-invented herself and
became his greatest support in his
research and writing. She ensured that he
had the atmosphere to continue his work,
even as the house remained a bustling
hub of creative people.

Many in Patiala continue to be in
contact with her, visiting her from time to
time, and within the city she has her
group of friends and former students
with whom she remains in touch.

Indeed, one of the cute memories of
her birthday celebrations is seeing how
many of these students, now
grandmothers and great-grandmothers,
become students in front of their Ma’am.
A few months before she passed away, the
eminent author Dalip Kaur Tiwana came
home to pick up her article to revise it.
Even though I invited her in, she said,
“This is not the appropriate time to
disturb Maam. I have too much respect
for her. You don’t understand, please

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A Phone Call like Churi

RECENTLY spoke with Auntyji
Inderjit Kaur over the phone.
Neither the temporal gap of three

decades nor the spatial between
Chandigarh and USA mattered. Her
honeyed words struck deep inside just as
her beautiful image flashed before my
eyes. That was the Auntyji I first met long
agowhen I’d be playing with dolls.

She is elegantly draped in a dazzling
white sari. Her hair is gently parted in the
middle. Those wavy curls accentuate the
profound softness in her eyes. Her
endearing smile radiates ineffable joy.
Her gestures are so delicate. This lovely
figure my mother had come to meet was

really no different from my favourite doll
— atotal antithesis to the fake mechanical
Barbies my daughter played with! She
happens to be the Principal of the
Government College for Women in
Patiala.

Auntyji and Gyaniji were close family
friends. As a child, I didn’t quite
understand the words or the
grammatical syntax of their
conversations, but what Julia Kristeva
calls the “semiotic” maternal base of
language, was surely absorbed. They
shared literary, political, and academic
interests, which created a strong personal
bond between them and in turn fostered

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friendship amongst us children — their
two sons Roop and Ravi, and myself and
my brother. Again, I did not fully
comprehend the complexities of the
public role Auntyji played during the late
1960s but simply seeing her as a leader
within my patriarchal society was most
inspirational for a female youngster like
me.

As I look back, Auntyji’s biography
makes the history of the Punjab come out

alive. The eldest daughter of an army
officer, she grew up in Patiala in the upper
echelons of society. Though sons were
privileged in her feudal society, sweets
were distributed at her birth in 1923. Her
paternal grandfather was employed by
the legendary Maharaja Bhupindra
Singh (1891-1938), ruler of the Phulkian
State of Patiala. Eminent artists from
Jaipur, from the Pahari regions, and from
the Mughal court had migrated to Patiala
to work on the extensive murals for the
Maharaja’s forts, palaces, and shrines.

Eminent classical singers were invited to
the court, and the Patiala gharana of
Hindustani music acquired much fame.
Consequently, painters, poets, musicians,
builders, craftsmen, and gardeners from
different religious backgrounds
constituted its diverse population.

Auntyji attended Victoria Girls
School, where she became sensitized to
female subjugation. At home, she enjoyed
playing freely amongst the lush mango
trees bursting with melodies from the
cuckoos, and commanded great respect
from her family, especially from her
younger siblings. This childhood home of
hers has recently been declared a heritage
house.

For her higher education, she went to
Lahore, which had by now acquired the
reputation of being the “Paris of India.”
After all, the flamboyant artist Amrita
Sher-Gil who had studied in Paris came to
revel in its progressive, cosmopolitan
atmosphere. Though Sher-Gil’s life was
unfortunately cut short in mysterious
circumstances, her last painting leaves us
with red and yellow buildings of an
urbane Lahore rising up in the far
distance from her window.

Auntyji would have participated
vibrantly in those varied interlinking
dimensions evoked in Sher-Gil’s
incomplete panoramic view. Here she did
not have to observe Purdah, a common
practice in Patiala. Indeed, Auntyji made
the most of Lahore’s intellectual and
cultural offerings. She did her BT at Rai
Bahadur Sohan Lal Training College and
obtained her Master’s degree in
Philosophy from its premier Government
College. After her education, she
returned to Patiala in 1946 to teach at the



Victoria Girls Intermediate College.

A few months later, India got its
independence, but with it, the colonial
policy of “divide and rule” came to a
horrific finale. Sir Cyril Radcliffe, who
had never been to India, worked with
outdated maps and census figures and
drew the line that split the Punjab
between the nations of India and Pakistan
along religious lines. Overnight Muslim-
Hindu-Sikh divisions led to mass
migrations and brutal murders.

In that period of blind insanity,
Auntyji helped out the victims with
boundless compassion. She collaborated
with women like Sardarni Manmohan
Kaur (wife of Gian Singh Rarewala) to
form the Mata Sahib Kaur Dal and served
as its secretary. These dedicated Sikh
women ensured that truckloads of basic
essentials reached afflicted populations in
regions such as Baramulla, Kashmir.
They set up the Mata Sahib Kaur Dal
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School in Patiala for the education of
refugee children.

Concretizing Guru Nanak’s ideal
“there is no Hindu, there is no
Musalman,” they worked energetically to
protect female victims belonging to
different religious faiths. Through the
friendships she had inculcated in Lahore,
Auntyji was able to secure the safety of
abandoned Muslim women across the
border to Pakistan. On this side, women
migrants were given training in self-
defence. Auntyji herself participated in
some of the exercises, emerging as a
winner in the shooting competition.

Auntyji has been a visionary leader.
Over the years she has held many
important positions as both a faculty
member and an administrator. She
taught at the Government College for
Women in Patiala, at the State College of
Education in Patiala, and at the Basic
Training College in Chandigarh. As

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lecturer and professor, she made
enduring connections with her students.
Among some of her administrative
positions, she was the Principal of the
Women’s college in Patiala, the Vice-
Chancellor of the Punjabi University, and
Chair of Staff Selection Commission in
New Delhi. Recognising the
multidimensional function of academic
institutions, Auntyji has dedicated her
entire career to promoting the
intellectual, cultural, and spiritual growth
of students.

During her tenure as Principal of the
Government College of Women in
Patiala, a science wing was added to the
college. Her progressive spirit
simultaneously sought to revive the
artistic legacy of the Punjab. She
encouraged traditional dance and
painting. When her students from Patiala
performed giddha at the Republic Day
parade in New Delhi, this traditional
Punjabi female folk dance acquired a new
vitality on the national stage. For Guru
Nanak’s queen-centennial birthday
celebrations in 1969, the Government
College for Women hosted a Guru Nanak
Mehima Kirtan Darbar. As Principal Auntyji
made sure that foreign scholars were
provided with booklets enshrining the
translation of scriptural hymns. In order
to understand the powerful verse of the
Sikh Gurus, so relevant to the
contemporary world, translations for a
global audience were deemed necessary.

It was her tenure as the Vice-
Chancellor of the Punjabi University
(1973-77) that I witnessed her leadership
acumen. I would return home to the
university campus for my summer
vacations. I was at that time pursuing my

undergraduate degree at Wellesley
College in the USA. This was the college
Hilary Clinton and Madeline Albright
had attended; this is where I heard Golda
Meir lecture. It was an inspiring all
women’s institution. But seeing and
hearing Auntyji — a Punjabi Sikh woman
— was quite a different experience. The
fact that I could identify with her at so
many levels gave dynamic twists and
nuances to my feminist consciousness.
Her resume details her numerous
accomplishments. For instance, she
attended the Conference of the
Association of Commonwealth
Universities at Wellington, New Zealand.
She represented India at the
International Conference of the
Executive Heads of Universities held in
Boston, where she was among the three
women university heads in the world. She
also lectured at the University of Rhode
Island in the USA. At the University of
Hull, UK, She delivered the 1976 Guru
Nanak Lecture on Guru Teg Bahadur,
Nanak IX. The list could go on and on.

But for a teenager the sheer sight of
Auntyji at the helm of the Punjabi
University was a phenomenon in itself.
This important institution inaugurated
by President S. Radhakrishnan was set up
in post-colonial Punjab for the
advancement of Punjabi language,
literature, and culture (the “Hebrew”
University in Israel perhaps is the only
other University founded on
“language”). Punjabi language popularly
spoken by Muslims, Hindus and Sikhs
alike in pre-colonial Punjab was severely
marginalized during the Raj, and the
linguistic divisions fomented by the state
had led to the violent Partition.



The founders of Punjabi University
knew well that human language does not
simply mirror reality, it also has the power
to transform reality, and so language was
to be the resource for understanding both
the heritage of the Punjab as well as its
entry into future horizons. My late father,
Professor Harbans Singh, had served as
the Member-Secretary of the Commission
thatled to the creation of the University in
1962. When it started, the University
headquarters were lodged on the first
floor of the Rajendra Kothi surrounded
by beautiful gardens, and my family lived
on its upper floor. Punjabi University,
therefore, literally has been my home,
and holds enormous personal
significance.

Seeing my doll-like Auntyji preside at
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its many functions and hearing her
deliver gritty lectures in a calm voice
would fill me with pride. Here was a
woman leader in post-colonial Punjab
facing countless challenges and making
fabulous successes. I could relate with her
difficulties and her dreams. I could also
understand the rights and responsibilities
we women share across the world. Auntyji
was a picture of self-assurance, courage,
and sovereignty of woman. Indeed Bhai
Vir Singh’s words from his famous novel
Sundariapply perfectly to her:
You might be thinking that just as a
woman appears delicate from the
outside, she must be fragile inwardly
too. Do not entertain such a thought
even for a second. A woman’s mind is
soft like the wax and strong like a rock;

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once she 1s confirmed in her faith,
nothing can deter her.

Women like Auntyji are a beacon of hope.
They help us recognize the vast human
potential in each one of us, male and
female alike. And they gently inspire us to
take bold steps towards gender-justice
and the creation of a truly egalitarian
society envisioned by our Gurus.

I greatly enjoyed our recent phone
call. Aunty jiis past her ninetieth birthday,

yet her memory is sharp as a razor, her
voice as young as ever. She vividly recalled
some good old times spent in the
company of my parents. She fondly
remembered even the dinner my brother
Mica and Bhabi prepared for her and
Gyaniji when they visited New England,
and the fun conversations they had
together. We reminisced. We laughed.
Auntyji Inderjit Kaur is an amazing
personality — a brilliant star on our
historical horizon. As I put down the
phone, I could taste the churi my
grandmother would prepare for me
when I was a kid — with bits of parontha
and butter and raw sugar. That special
Punjabi love that I had not tasted in a
while came succulently across the phone.
My profound thanks to Aunty ji.

Y memories of meeting

Inderjit Kaur go back to 1975

in Amritsar, the year I was
graduating from The National School of
Drama in New Delhi. My father, Dr Man
Singh Nirankari, an eminent eye
surgeon, and mother Phul were both
eager that I should meet the famous
writer, Giani Gurdit Singh and his wife,
Inderjit Kaur who was the Vice-
Chancellor of Punjabi University, Patiala.
Who would have thought this ‘chance’
meeting would end so fortuitously,
ensuring a lifelong friendship, cutting
across generational gaps, that has
endured over time.

That particular April morning, my
mother was busy in the kitchen rustling
up breakfast of tossed vegetables, grilled
tomatoes and the ubiquitous cutlets, in a
manner that seemed to suggest that some
important people were visiting. I was
looking forward to meeting a celebrated
Punjabi writer and his educationist wife
and conjured images of a dour,
melancholy poet, with a possible stoop,
and a formidable, humourless dowager.

Upon our meeting, my preconceived
perceptions collapsed.

Giani Gurdit Singh with his flowing
beard, and a dash of chivalry, defied my
image of a Punjabi writer and his

When she learnt that I was from The
National School of Drama, she
immediately invited me to set up a Drama
Department in Patiala.

to profile me and to task, a raw and
unknown entity with such responsibility
displayed an exceptional capacity to take
risks. After all, theatre at that time did not
occupy much space in university
academia with little or no academic
currency and Inderjit Kaur’s surprising
invite was, in retrospect, revolutionary.
Needless to say I with immense
embarrassment turned down her
challenging invite, but the mere fact that
Inderjit Kaur, whom I now call Auntyji
thought me worthy enough for such a
task greatly boosted my self-esteem as, in
reality, I was a fairly hopeless student

during my three years in the Drama
school. But that did not prevent me from
living on this story for long, boasting to
whoever cared to listen, without
conceding that I had, indeed missed a life-
altering opportunity.

Auntyji’s CV is overwhelmingly
humbling. From establishing a school for
refugee children to rehabilitating Muslim
women during Partition to being the
youngest woman member on the
Governing Council of Khalsa College in
Amritsar, she then went on to be Vice-
Chancellor of Punjabi University in
Patiala. These accomplishments become
even more awesome given the times she
grew upin. Bornin 1923, when educating
women was not the norm, she studied at
Victoria school in Patiala before going on
to study philosophy at Government
College in Lahore.

I would describe her as the first
feminist I ever met. Perhaps ideologically,
she may not fit that notion. Still, her views
and liberality, in addition to her
credentials as an empowered educationist
suggest a woman who, despite being part
of a patriarchal structure, pierced the
glass ceiling and entered into a male
bastion without waving a flag or indulging
in needless rhetoric. Alongside, she
juggled motherhood and homemaking
with equal efficiency and equanimity,
adroitly balancing her professional and
personal existences.

Her tenure as Punjabi University
Vice-Chancellor still resonates in the
corridors of the university, especially her
impassioned oratory on women’s rights,
issues of gender equity and encouraging
women to step out of narrow parochially
defined spaces. She tried to erase the



‘ghettoisation’ between the sexes, where
women are segregated from men, both
intellectually and socially by creating
interactive spaces of debate and
discussion across the gender divide.

Many years later in 1997, when my
parents shifted to Chandigarh, from
Amritsar, it was serendipitous that we
stayed in the same sector as Giani Gurdit
Singh and Inderjit Kaur.  The
families not having met for long,
reconnected and literary conversations,
theological discourse and political
debates and light banter resumed once
again between the two homes. Lunches
and dinners became a regular feature as
both sides bonded over a common love of
language, literature and the Bani of the
Gurus.

After my mother and Giani ji passed
away, this friendship endured between
Auntyji and my father. My father was
forever writing articles and books on his
family’s religious and social history and
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Auntyji was his touchstone. As soon as one
of his books was published, he would send
it across and within a few days, Auntyjt’s
critical analyses would be shared and
dissected.

After my father passed away in 2010,
Auntyji became my friend. Her greatest
attribute is her capacity to adapt to others’
ways of life, other passions and
sensibilities. And though these may be far
removed from her own life, her innate
intelligence, humanity and social
alertness prevents her from being
judgmental.

Auntyji 1s sharp-witted and fun to be
with and dismisses her age and health
problems with casual insouciance I can
confide, rant and be whimsical with her
and am confident that she will never be
preachy.  Whenever I go to meet her,
despite the fact that she is bedridden, she
will always greet me with a welcoming
flourish that says it all. We share recipes,
skin formulae and our daily drudgery

She listens!
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and her views are open and not tinged
with narrow notions of morality and
prejudice.

Her occasional visits to my home are
precious. Her wheelchair ceases to be a
wheelchair and transforms itself into the
grand chair of a grand lady, making a
grand entry to a garden party.
Impeccably dressed in a crease-free
salwar and kameez with matching
jewellery and earrings, she exudes
goodness, intelligence, bonhomie and
boundless curiosity.

I believe that the greatest gift you can
give someone is to listen to him or her.
Listening in our cacophonous times is a
radical act, and Auntyji has this quality in
abundance. In a world populated by
aggressive assertiveness, her calm
exterior and air of stillness is more than
reassuring.

ER soft look and mild

demeanour are deceptive.

Behind the quiet exterior, Mrs.
Inderjit Kaur Sandhu, new Vice-
Chancellor of Punjabi University, hides a
steely determination that will see her
through her latest challenge.

Mrs. Inderjit Kaur Sandhu, the new
Vice-Chancellor of the Patiala-based
Punjabi University, is an earnest woman,
determined to put in her best efforts to
restore normalcy to a conflict-and-
tension-ridden campus.

Polite, soft-spoken, and courteous,
Mrs. Sandhu knows her own mind. What
is more, she has the training and ability to
articulate her thinking in simple but lucid
and precise language.

As she sat answering my questions in
Punjabi, more or less in whispers, in her
spacious office on the campus, with its
large-sized wall paintings of Sikh Gurus
by Sobha Singh, she gave the impression
of a self-confident teacher with clear
views on important questions regarding a
woman’s role in the rapidly-changing
Indian society.

In an exclusive interview, Mrs.
Sandhu said she was starting her career
as Vice-Chancellor with a lot of goodwill
around her. Her elevation to the high
office had been hailed by students,
teachers, university employees, writers,
and political leaders of various loyalties.
“With such a lot of goodwill from all

quarters, I hope to discharge the onerous
duties of my new office with the
cooperation of my colleagues in the
faculty and the students.”

Taking up this assignment was a
double challenge to her both as an
individual and as the first woman Vice-
Chancellor of Northern India. The
“image of womanhood” will depend on
her performance, and she will try her
utmost to resolve tensions. “I believe that
no institution should be utilised for the

promotion of personal ends,” Mrs.
Sandhu said.
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One of the pictures shot for Eve’s Weekly
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Mrs. Inderjit Kaur Sandhu, who
served as Principal of “trouble-free”
Government colleges for girls at Patiala
and Amritsar for eight years before taking
up her new assignment, emphasised that
her approach to her students and
teachers will not be stand-offish. She will
try to establish a human relationship with
them. “There are committed elements in
the faculty everywhere. They have their
prejudices and rigid approach to persons
and problems. However, the humane

approach does not always get a positive
response.” She feels that some persons
may hold back their cooperation, but an
overwhelming majority will come
forward to lend a helping hand, when
they are convinced that the Vice-

Chancellor means fair play and justice to
all.

Status of women

As for her opinion regarding the
status of women in Indian society, Mrs.
Sandhu said educated women should be
motivated to discharge their
responsibilities towards their illiterate
and semi-literate sisters who live in the
villages and small towns. “If society is to be
transformed rapidly, 29 crores of women
will have to be brought into the
mainstream of production processes.”
Mrs. Sandhu paid a warm tribute to
Prime Minister Indira Gandhi for
providing inspiration to a large number
of women leaders in various walks of life
to take an active interest in social, cultural
and public affairs.

Mrs. Sandhu favours the constitution
of legal-aid cells in towns and groups of
villages which would undertake an
educational campaign so that housewives
and women become fully conscious about
the provisions of various laws to improve
the lot of the “other sex.” Our women are
not familiar with laws relating to
inheritance and property. Many of them
sign away their inheritance rights. Such is
the climate in our male-dominated
society.”

The “elite” women of society are
sometimes described as drawing-room
dolls, but even their energies, skills and
talents can be mobilised in the service of
the weaker sections of society. Another
concrete suggestion Mrs. Sandhu put
forward was that production centres
should be organised, particularly in rural
areas, where women could be given
training in simple home crafts like
tailoring, washing, needlework, dyeing
and dry-cleaning.
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The original of a picture published in Eve’s Weekly

“Discrimination begins right from the
cradle. Sons and daughters are brought
up in a distinctively different manner.
Granted, we don’t burn our widows
anymore, but a lot of social stigma is still
attached to them. They are spurned and
avoided, not encouraged and helped to
start life anew.”

Asked ifthere was a man behind every
successful woman, Mrs. Sandhu said with
a twinkle in her eye that it should be the
other way around. In fact, man and
woman have to learn from each other.
The success of both depends to a certain
extent on several factors, including
individual merit.

Legal safeguards are still inoperative

Women’s lib, as practised in Europe,
has little relevance in the present-day
Indian society, Mrs. Sandhu gently insists.
Opposing the clubbing of the husband’s
and the wife’s incomes for tax purposes,

she said that woman has to be accepted as
a distinct identity in the family. “Wage
differentials in case of unskilled workers
have still to be abolished. Even legal
safeguards remain unoperated. Women
doing third-level jobs as clerks and stenos
in offices are open to exploitation. They
have to be given a sense of security.”

Mrs. Sandhu has two sons.
Roopinder Singh, a student of the tenth
class, is a voracious reader and wants to be
a journalist or a writer. Ravinder Singh,
who is studying in the eighth class and
would like to be a businessman, is an
extrovert who believes in making friends
and influencing people. “In the matter of
choice of profession, I won’t impose and
thrust my choice on the children, they
would have the final say,” says Mrs.
Sandhu. “I treat them as young friends. If
they need my guidance, I give it
unobtrusively. I want them to be self-
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reliant.”

Mrs. Sandhu is highly interested in
theatre but does not like films.
Embroidery, painting, and music are her
hobbies. She is interested in psychology,
philosophy, religion,and women'’s
problems, often writes articles relating to
these in magazines and journals.

Discussing the role of the theatre
department in the University, Mrs.
Sandhu said academic and stage-
performing aspects needed equal
attention. Theatre to be meaningful had
to be relevant to contemporary life and
serve the community. Among the new
experiments made by her girls at
Amritsar was a puppet show with human
characters acting as dolls.

Talking about her family life, Mrs
Sandhu said, “In my case, professional
requirements come first. All the same, I
run my house well. I attend to cooking
and other kitchen work. I am a

companion, friend, and guide to my
husband. We have an affinity of thought
and common pursuits. He never
interferes in my work. Both of us are
interested in the promotion of social
reforms and the inculcation of moral
values. I draw inspiration from him”

Mrs. Inderjit Kaur Sandhu speaks
effortlessly, in a relaxed manner,
betraying no trace of inner tensions.
Though simple, ever-smiling, and
friendly in her attitude, she is a highly
well-informed person, fully aware of the
currents and cross-currents raging
around us today.

work and unassuming ways of
performing her duties, she left an
inspiring and indelible impression on the
minds of thousands of teachers, who
passed out of that institution. In 1967, she
was back in Patiala as Principal of the
Government College for Women, a
renowned institution throughout the
state. Under her enlightened
stewardship, this college flourished by
leaps and bounds. The number of
students was more than doubled along
with teaching arrangements for many
new subjects.

There was a paucity of essential
amenities and facilities for the students.
She secured the cooperation of the
students and prominent citizens to collect
funds and secured necessary grants from
the Government. It was through her
herculean efforts and single-minded zest
for duty that foundations of a Cycle
Stand, Music Block and an Auditorium
were securely laid.

The way she determinedly,
unobtrusively and confidently guided the
affairs of the Government College,
Amritsar, has won the admiration of the
students, teachers and authorities alike.

Such is the dynamic personality that
hasbeen entrusted with the guiding of the
destiny of the Punjabi University, Patiala.
She has the capacity for spotting talent
and abhors sycophancy. Therefore, it can
be safely predicted that the university will
flourish under guidance.

In her personal life, she is simplicity
incarnate. Though a powerful speaker,
who always draws vociferous ovation and,
reverberating cheers from the audiences,
yet she shuns the glare of publicity. She is
married to Giani Gurdit Singh EX-
M.L.C., a well-known journalist and
scholar in religious studies. They have
two sons. When I approached her for an
iterview on behalf of The Advance, she
was extremely busy. I am grateful that she
was very courteous and answered all my
questions patiently and sympathetically:

When the news of your appointment
as Vice-Chancellor of the Punjabi
University was conveyed to you, how did
you feel aboutit?

It was so sudden for me. I could not
believe my ears. “How could it be true,”



said I. “It was so pleasantly surprising. At
the same time, how could I doubt its
authenticity when the Education
Secretary had himself conveyed it to me
on the phone. As a matter of fact, I was not
psychologically prepared for this pleasant
surprise. But slowly and imperceptibly, I
felt that honour conferred on me had
confronted me with mighty challenges. It
was a heavy responsibility. I had to prove
that the administrative ability and
intellectual attainments were not the
monopoly of men only. At the highest
level, these unfold themselves with equal
sublimity among men -and women. I had
prepared myself to meet this challenge.

Madam Vice-Chancellor, what you
have said pertains to all walks oflife. Don’t
you think this appointment is a unique
experiment in the life of the academic
world? Perhaps your appointment has no
precedentin the whole of northern India

Yes, it is really a new experiment. For,
the first time, a woman has been trusted
with running the university. I would like
to say that the level of a university, low or
high, does not depend on the fact that it’s
Chief Executive is male or female. It
depends on how that Chief Executive
goes about his job. How honestly,
intellectually and efficiently, he solves his
problems and completes the projects
before him.

Can I say that success in this task
depends upon the self-confidence that
you bring to it?

You are perfectly right. But such
confidence dawns on one by the grace of
God. I take this appointment as a boon
bestowed on me by God. This is His own
blessing. I have not got this position by
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trying for it. When the Education
Secretary broke this news to me on the
phone, I straightway went to the Golden
Temple, offered prayers, bowed, in
humility before the Holy presence and
said: “O, true King You have thrown a
heavy responsibility on my shoulders; you
have bestowed this honour on me; give
me the strength so that I may prove equal
to the job. It is you who, through your
grace and kindness, can make a “dumb
person recite Gita.” For a considerable
time, the words of the Tenth Master that ‘I
will confer empire on my poor Sikhs,
continued to throb in my ears. I would
like to say that I was so overwhelmed that
I continued to recite prayers for about
two hoursin order to find aresponse.

I hope the professors, officers,
teachers and the other staft must have
expressed their happiness at your
appointment just as principals, Assembly
Members, writers, journalists and
scholars have welcomed it.

The warm welcome accorded to me
by the University professors, members,
teachers and heads of departments was
much beyond my expectations. Maybe
partly it was a formal expression, but I feel
they were impressed and overjoyed by the
revolutionary change.

You might not have been able to study
all the problems of the university in such a
short time. But there may be some
immediate problems waiting impatiently
to be tackled. What have you thought
about them?

Every institution has peculiar
problems of its own. If there are no
problems in an institution that should be
taken as deadwood, a fossil, a lifeless
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thing, but sufficient time is required to
ponder over all the problems. The most
immediate problems that accosted me
after assumption of office was the dharna
being staged by the teachers. I went to
them, I addressed them directly, clearly,
lucidly and sincerely. I assured them that
what was due to them will be given
according to the rules and regulations.
There will be neither hesitation nor any
unnecessary quibbling or delay. They felt
reassured and ended their dharna. The
other problem was that of the walkout
from the examinations. I have appointed
some committees to go into that question
immediately to come to a quick decision.

Where there is a will there is a way.
Every problem can be tackled, with
patience and sympathy. The way you have
solved these disputes, I would take it as a
good beginning. Did the employees of the
university also present some
memorandum or the like?

Yes. The union of the employees
presented a charter of demands. Some of
the demands could be immediately met. I
conceded those without any deferment.
There were other demands which
required deep consideration. I promised
to do that. This had a very soothing effect
on the employees, and they offered their
honest and loyal cooperation.

This university is famous for research
in fields of religion, history and Punjabi
language, etc. In the field of science also it
has a good standing. Will you take steps
for further expansion of research facilities
in these fields?

Why not? It is the age of science. Our
scientists; by exploding nuclear device
and catapulting Aryabhata into the outer

space have won a place of honour for our
country in the comity of atomic power
nations. All this has been achieved
through scientific research. I would like
to expand research facilities: in the field
of Chemistry and nuclear physics. I would
like to say that the human mind and
intellect should proceed ahead in unison,
none should lag behind. Research into
the language and linguistics and cultural
subjects makes the mind clear and broad.
It generates love for humanity. As a result
of that, the human mind does not misuse
the vast and limitless energy that the
intellect and brain have placed at the
disposal of mankind. Therefore, research
in culture, religion and science should-be
conducted with equal vigour and
devotion.

Sooner or later, the chief executive of
the university has to face discontentment
and restlessness among the students. In
your opinion, what are the reasons for
this?

In my opinion, unemployment
among youth is the basic cause of student
unrest. We award them degrees and
diplomas and leave them on the road to
fend for themselves. Therefore, would
like to emphasize the imparting of
vocational education so that when they
march out of the university, they may be
able to stand on their feet and earn their
livelihood.

I have a lurking doubt about that.
With your permission, I would say that
students, after obtaining their degrees,
find somehow somewhere something to
do. They don’t take any part in agitations.
Agitations are generally manned by
school and college-going students. Their

leaders come from rich families. Do you
agree with this?

There is sufficient logic in what you
say. In my opinion, the agitations have
both political and academic contents.
There are some parties who mislead the
youth for their own political ends. There
are students who want to become leaders
in their own right. They also whip up
agitations. They are generally obsessed
with the idea that without being leaders
there will be no opening for them in the
future life. There is no rapport and warm
contact between the teachers and the
taught. That is also one of the reasons for
the malady. Apart from that, rapidity of
change in social and political life is so

overwhelming as to uproot every
established value. Youth does not find its
feet in the powerful currents of the
revolutionary events. The fundamental
question is as to how the creative energy of
the youth may be diverted into
constructive channels. As a matter of fact,
if the elders display unity between their
words and deeds, they will be a source of
inspiration for the youth.

HE hand that fed me Parle
biscuits when my parents were
abroad. The hand that has

shifted through various certificates I got
from school and later, from college. The
hand that has patted my back after every
parting, urging me to move forward. The
hand that calls onto me to know more,
telling me about the knowledge they
touched.

The hand opens to show me the lines.
The hand is the tapestry of creases, and
behind each ridge is a memory. The life-
line is healthy, the love-line is long, and
the line of fortune talks of a life spent

among people who have loved her.

My fondest memories of Amiji
involved her feeding us litchis, mangoes,
and jamuns that grew around her house.
I would pluck fresh strawberries and
bring them up to her. Gardening is one of
her biggest passions. Even though she
was largely confined to her bed, she could
tell me about all the plants around her
property, from their location to their uses
to what they all meant to her. But when
the skies were clear, and it wasn’t too hot,
my brother Angad and I would take her
around the gardens in her wheelchair.
We were enthusiastic assistants and loved
speeding the wheelchair up and down,
which Amijibore with much grace. To her
credit, we were two young children with

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too much energy, and she was in her
eighties. Her heart, which had remained
young in all these passing winters,
revelled in our play.

She kept my curiosity alive, letting
me mix different inks from Dadaji’s study
in an empty bottle to see what colours the
ink made together. I would do
experiments out of sandwiches, putting
fresh cream over ketchup over cucumbers
and tomatoes I would find in the fridge
and cut myself, sometimes mixing jam
with mint chutney. There was an
irresistible freedom in my girlhood that
she helped cultivate, a fierce sort of
independence that comes with letting the
child-scientist carry out their own little
research. I would lose myself in the
grounds around the house in the sticky

afternoons, being careful to pick flowers
from the house that were already in the
soil and show them to her so she could
teach me when they were grown and what
they did. And there her face would shine,
as she saw the curiosity within me and it
awakened the educator within her. She
would explain which flowers would grow
in different seasons. I learned from her
the odd-sounding names of dog flower
scarlet sage and the tragic live-lies-
bleeding, expressions that sat in my
mouth like exotic coins, thus invoking the
garden of knowledge in her head, the
garden I wanted to inhabit. She gave a
sense of ceremony to all of my activities,
making me feel like the heroine of my
story. For a child, this was an absolute
delight. For an adult, it has bred a sense of
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self in me that is immovable, across
strange waters, in new situations. It is a
shiny rock that lies amidst the growing
pains of adulthood and the turbulence of
finding my own in the world. For I always
know, that I can pluck out another flower
from the outside world and in the
sanctum of her room, she will explain
what it means from her bed, teaching me

the ways she had mastered years ago.

Amiji had a small window behind her
bed that she kept closed. I had the
window opened with the help of my maid.
My parents had still not returned, and
summer vacation was too unstructured
without the scaffolding of school. With my
stuffed toys and an imagination kept
healthy on Enid Blyton and Ruskin Bond
novels, I enacted out small plays. If you
asked me today what they were about, I
couldn’t tell you. I worked them out on
the spot, sensing what my audience
wanted to see and going with it. I picked
up dialogue from the shows that Amiji
used to watch, modulating my voice to fit
the characters. The window had grills, but

I didn’t let them stop me from pushing
my hand-controlled puppetsin her view.

Amiji was the perfect audience: she
gasped at my dramatic breaks, laughed at
my over-acting and always smiled at the
happy ending. These were vital elements
of the story that I learned, of drama, of
tragedy, of resilience, of knowing what the
audience wants. She taught me the lesson
I needed at that time — that I was
interesting, and my stories were
interesting, and what came out of my
mouth was also of some interest. And that
validation was all I needed.

Years later, I showed her an angst-
ridden short story, and she asked me why
I didn’t write happier endings. ‘People
see war and crime on their television.
They need something to escape in. They
want to sleep knowing things can be
better.”

separated the two friends like countless
others.

Aunty has the distinction of being the
only lady Vice-Chancellor of a university
in Punjab to date and the Chairperson of
the Staff Selection Commission, New
Delhi later. I have often wondered the
kind of struggle and challenges a

professional woman in her times would
face in breaking the glass ceiling to scale
such heights. How would her male
colleagues have reacted? Aunty admitted
that she did face initial professional
jealousies and resentments but was
generally able to sort them out amicably
in good time.

Shaken and devastated by the plight of
the victimized women, she went all out to
make efforts to locate such women and
did not hesitate to go house to house to
collect help from them in the shape of old
clothes, toiletries and rations. This did irk
her mother somewhat, but she succeeded
in reassuring her about the validity of her
mission.

The organisation helped the women
in various ways from giving them
lodgings, educating them and training
them in simple vocational skills to make
them financially self-sufficient.
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I have been curious to know about the
specific personal traits that she considers
as her major strengths. Her answer gave
me something to learn from. These are
her abilities to manage problems before
they blow out of proportion, a positive
outlook and the burning ambition to
excel at whatever she does. I feel, though,
that she is too modest to add a couple of
other qualities — a pleasant demeanour,
polite disposition and a most disarming
smile.

y first meeting with Ms
Inderjit Kaur (for me, my
favourite student at St
Stephens College, Roopi’s mother) was in
her home in New Delhi in the year 1982.

genuine demands and convince the
dissenting parties as to why their other
demands could not be met at that point in
time. She assured them that she would
look into their remaining grievances as
and when the conditions changed.

Roopinder promptly introduced me
to her. Suddenly the enquiring looks gave

acquaintance. She held my hands which
were folded in the namaste mudra and
enthusiastically said: “Oh! Dr Vohra,
Giani ji and I have known you since the
day Roop had taken admission in St
Stephens College. We know everything
about you”(Of course, we were
conversing in Punjabi.).

As she had returned home after a
long day, I offered to take leave of her and
Gianli ji, but she insisted that I could not
go without a cup of tea. I could not resist
her persuasive and charming,
characteristic Punjabi, style of coaxing.
We had almost an hour of free and frank
discussion on subjects ranging from
philosophy, politics, teaching, to my
personal experience of doing research
and teaching in the college and university
and soon.

What impressed me most was her
cool, calm, mature and well-informed
manner of discussion, as opposed to my
brusque and possibly impolite and
youthful ‘I know all’ attitude. At the end
of our unscheduled meeting, she very
cordially invited me to keep meeting her.
Because of her busy schedule and my
involvement with the day-to-day chores, I
could not meet her again.

In 1984, before my marriage, I sent
her an invitation, through Roopi. Today, I
realise that it was very discourteous,
rather rude on my part to do so. It would
have been proper on my part to meet her
and invite her personally. Any other
person, in her position, would have taken
itotherwise and ignored the invitation.

She, however, gracefully ignored the
lapse on my part and was there in person
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to give me her sincere blessings. She
looked at my ‘sehra’ and was the first
rather the only person to notice the Ek
Onkar insignia on it. Blessing me, she said
‘this symbol will protect me throughout
my life. She was with us for more than two
hours and conversed freely with everyone
— my students, colleagues, parents and
relatives very cordially. All those who
interacted with her felt that she had no
ego, talked like an ordinary person and
carried her exalted position very lightly.
After a few days of my marriage, she
invited my wife Asha and me for dinner to
her home. The dinner was obviously
prepared under her close supervision

and was very sumptuous, but more than
that it was her loving care and warmth
that we both remember even to this day.

Of Roopi's anecdotes, that regarding
the courtship of his parents was one of the
more charming. I will only say here that
the account revealed two extraordinary
human beings, who could sense quality in
each other, and therefore in all other
things. Disparity was not, to them,
something to be overcome. It simply did
not exist. So Roopi's sophisticated,
English-speaking Mama, and Roopi's
equally charming and fiercely intelligent
Papa married and made a huge
success of it.

Till the end Uncle spoke only
Punjabi, but what a Punjabi it was (or at
least sounded to my ignorant ears).
Except for the time I met him in Delhi
after his heart attack, before he passed



away, when he was lying down on one of
those hospital contraptions, I only recall
him as bent over a book or some paper,
sometimes, with a magnifying glass. Full
of affection and humour, he remains one
of my all-time favourites. My Hindi and
his Punjabi went back and forth as we held
long chats, mainly I think on politics. In
fact, I had met him a couple of years
before I met Roopi's mom, and instantly,
we became buddies.

Let us come back to Roopi's Mama. I
met her for the first time in their Lodhi
Garden house. It was a winter morning.
Now it seems ludicrous, but I expected
someone standing just as she was in the
photograph, and I recall straightening
my saree and patting my ever-unruly hair.
I said hello to Roopi's father, who as usual,
was sitting surrounded by papers of
various kinds in the front veranda.

Roopi's mother, in deference to the
winter, was sitting up on a divan, wrapped
in a quilt. Anyone who has seen a bunch of
pearls nestling in a gossamer jewellery
pouch would know what I saw. A smiling
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face wrapped up in soft pink wool, but not
Miss Marple-ish for, there was a decided
air of fashion, dainty hands both of them
held out, warm and affectionate. And,
contrary to my imaginations, she was so
petite! So Roopi's Mama, became Aunty,
and that is the image I retain of her,
immaculate, carefully turned out and
incredibly charming.

I have met Aunty in Madras, when
she offered to stand by my dad during a
political crisis, met her so many times
since, and all I can say is that she is a living
demonstration of the truth that grace is
not dispensable in any circumstance.

Much love to you Aunty, today and
always.

Whereby, came this brief from friend
Roopinder a couple of years ago — write
whatever, on Maama, a.k.a. Mrs. Inderjit
Kaur Sandhu.

Those memories go back to a light-
yellow Fiat, Premier Padmini, coming
into college way back in the early 1980s,
and my jumping into it along with Roopi.
I think we went to Punjab Bhawan and
then Rabindra Nagar after that.

There is a clear visual in my head, of
us heading for Patiala in that same yellow
Fiat, Roopi at the wheel, and his mom-
dad, Mrs. IK Sandhu and Giani Gurdit
Singh at the back.
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It’s evening, and heavy rain pouring
in, we're on the highway to Patiala, and
the car's wipers suddenly fail. We just had
to make it to Patiala that night (I don't
remember why) so I squeeze next to
Roopion the driver's seat side, and armed
with a chota cloth, wipe while Roopi
drives.

At'Mama's' gentle suggestion, always,
always gentle, soft voice, Giani Gurdit
Singh ji, begins expounding on the Ek
Onkar.... Satnaam , Karta Poorak. . ..

And in a jiffy, we're in Patiala!!!

For the Tamil Brahmin in me, born
and brought up in Shimla, on broadly
agnostic Kabir panthi philosophy, that
discourse on 'Ek Onkar' has been
something.... In fact, words actually fail
me at this point... how do I describe it. A
gamechanger is a poor modern
description, it is something that I carry in
my heart. Just like I carry many, many,
more Giani Gurditisms.

One knew Roopi's Mom, for that's
who she was, i.e. as 'Roopi's Mom, more
than Mrs. IK Sandhu, who was VC,
Punjabi University, Patiala, and then,
Chairman, Staff Selection Commission,
Delhi. But to us she was Roopi's mom, she
always smiled gently at the potshots Giani
Gurdit Singh a.k.a. Roopi's dad would
take at her, in his gentle sarcastic tone.
Clearly, he was just ribbing her to get a
rise out.

From a brief time in Patiala, my
mind's eye switches to another shot.
There's another vision of the lovely home
in Chandigarh, the rambling lawns all
around, and the old-style main door with
the staircase heading up. Giani Gurdit
Singh's books scattered all around,

Mama's gentle suggestion 'Kitaabaan nu
aapaan set kar laiye' , his riposte 'Set taan
haigeeaaan' and a big Ha! Ha! Ha! all
around after that.

Apart from his own books in Punjabi,
what was just stunning about that home
was the number of books and their
variety, all over.

You would think they were both lost
in their own world of books. Don't believe
it for one minute. While Roopi was away
in the US for a few years, I would visit with
my wife and family, spend a night, to and
from a hurried trip to Shimla. A couple of
subtle questions/comments from both of
them, and it would be abundantly clear
that every development in my life had
travelled to the US and then to
Chandigarh. 'Express ich ee halley?' ....
Hindu bada changaa akhbaar ..... television
mazedaar haigaa. . ..

For the life of me, as I write this in
April 2015, with Giani Gurdit Singh
having passed on some years ago, I think
of them both still as a continuum,
together. One of the two not physically in
our midst, the other one gently, quietly,
still keeping track of whatever happens in
the lives of all of Roopi's friends.

This last visit, in March 2015, we sit by
her bedside, and manage a picture
together, with Roopi clicking. She tells
Shubhra and me: 'Umar (age) hai jee, leikin
main theek hain'.

There she is reading up voraciously
on the papers, and whatever books can
come by, a powerful lamp by the bedside.
And as we drop by, she discussed with us
the latest best sellers. From intense,
thoughtful academic tomes to fiction.
That's the mind that just doesn't stop



ticking. Forever agile, looking around, for
things to read, think about. It's the kind of
spirit that I wonder whether we've
stopped making any more.

The same jolly jocular vein has
passed on in huge measures to sons Roopi
and Ravi, and it is that 'hail fellow well
met' attitude to life that I have soaked in,
from this entire family, which now
extends to the lovely Jaspreet and
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Jansher. God bless and onwards we go...

Can't help but remember Giani
Gurdit Singh's guffaw as I conclude ...
Dekhi jaugt. ...

admired the effort of his diligent mother.
Little did we know that she held one of the
highest effective and busy appointments
in India.

Uncle, Giani Gurdit Singh ji, was far
too philosophically inclined to bother
about such mundane affairs as managing
a house. Always dressed in immaculate
white, I have yet to come across a person
so chilled and non-judgemental,
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accepting everybody as one was. His room
had so many books and recordings that it
was easily mistaken for a library. It was
socialist leanings or friendship with Balra;j
Sahni — he saw servants as co-workers
and deserving respect. Even the ever-
confused one-eyed Shekhar was imparted
instructions humorously.

As for sons, being a growing Sikh
youth is a very difficult task. One has to
forever prove his masculinity amongst
friends, appear rich, and woo the best-
looking Sikh girl.

Another less-travelled road is to
become a nerd. Expert at everything
intellectual, avoid everything requiring
physical effort and still attempt to woo the
girls by impressing their parents. There
is, of course, much as Buddha may
disapprove, no Middle Path.

Sons, Roopinder and Ravinder
thoroughly followed the Patiala kaka
practice of living life to the full and
entering home only for fresh clothes or
when flat broke. To make matters worse,
they would often be accompanied by a
bevy of freeloaders like us who thought
nothing of overnight stays. Both followed
lifestyle which could turn the English
Burra Sahibs green with envy.

The morning was horse riding at
President's Estate, afternoons meant
snooze and staying home after evening
tea was a taboo. While Ravi would play
polo or plan shikar trips, Roopi would
retreat to Machan, the Taj Coffee Shop to
finish Philo tutorials on Taj stationery.

Often the whole backyard was full of
shirts. I counted 55 once, left to dry, and
super big Westinghouse front-loading
washing machine, a novelty at that time in

homes, was groaning under the extra
laundry. A massive pile of clothes was still
waiting.

With such great help from the three
gentlemen, Mama's task was really
daunting, if not impossible. Thus,
managing the home front single-
handedly was a challenge, but Mama did
it with such flair and style that all visitors
thought there was an army of servants
maintaining the huge Lodhi Garden
bungalow.

The house was so well run and
maintained that even the then President
Zail Singh was under the impression,
much to Roopi's consternation, that
Roopi was doubling up as the lady of the
house!

One morning, I saw Mama scolding

the servant angrily. Since I had always
seen her very calm and collected, I turned
to Roopi, who explained that this has to
be done every fortnight to keep the
system from slacking. This was such an
important lesson in administration, that,
in my whole career, it has never failed me.

The huge dining table majestically
laid out always had guests. The poor cook
had long ago accepted Dinny and me as
family members. During the meals, Uncle
would invariably relate interesting
anecdotes to make everyone comfortable
and generally bonhomie prevailed.

Another lesson which I'learned was to
manage one's show discreetly and to let
the final result speak for itself.

Uncle would mischievously initiate
discussions. After patiently listening to



our outlandish views, she would just say
one sentence, and everyone would feel
final judgment had been pronounced,
nothing more needed to be said.

Once I found a Home Science topper
furiously rummaging through heaps of
cooking books, making copious notes.
Under the general delusion that being a
highly placed woman ensures scanty
knowledge of cooking, her bragging
about baked vegetables as her speciality
proved to be her downfall. Baked
vegetables was a new fad then, and Mama
was not supposed to know about it. Two,
three simple questions ended in doom
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and disaster for her, and a smiling
invitation to perform in person
completed the rout and the lesson.
Mama's knowledge in all fields was so
thorough that one pitied the aspirants she
interviewed.

N the summer of 1977, I got
admission into St. Stephens College
and was allotted a room in
residence, A-4, Allnutt South. My
roommate was Roopinder Singh.
Roopinder's father was the renowned
Giani Gurdit Singh. He was well known
in Sikh Religious Circles and the General
Secretary of the Kendri Sri Guru Singh
Sabha, as well as UNESCO prize-winning
author of the book 'Mera Pind.'
Roopinder's mother, Mrs. Inderjit
Kaur, was equally well known and
renowned in the field of education, who

rose to be appointed as Vice-Chancellor
of Punjabi University, Patiala. The first
woman or rather lady Vice-Chancellor of
auniversity in northern India.

Well, that is how I came to know
aunty. Petite, soft-spoken, ever-present
pleasant smile on the face, extremely
graceful demeanour, immaculately
dressed in a saree with her signature
hairstyle aunty was admired by us all.
The family moved to Delhi when aunty
broke another glass ceiling — she became
the first Lady Chairman of the Staff
Selection Commission, Delhi.

We thus saw more of aunty, who
always made us feel at home whenever
we, friends of Roopinder went visiting.
Aunty always had a gentle charm to her. I
never heard her raise her voice, a slight
firmness of her tone and a frown were
enough to send the message home that
she meant business.

The compassionate side of aunty was
revealed when I fell ill, having been struck
by what is now known as “dengue” fever.
Back then it was considered a viral fever
and was, called “disco fever” as it perforce
made one go through a severe bout of
shivering, much akin to disco dancing
which was in vogue in those days.

I happened to be visiting Roopinder,
when out of the blue I began my dance.
The Saturday Night Fever rose alarmingly
high, and aunty ensured that I stayed at
their place at Rabindra Nagar till I had
recovered.

On moving out, I suffered a relapse.
Without my knowing, and out of concern
for my deteriorating health, Aunty took it
upon herself to inform my parents and
effectively advised and convinced them to
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order me home. Being the son of an army
officer, I was reluctant to go home as it
meant going against the Colonel's dictat:
"The task entrusted must be
accomplished, no matter what the odds."
The lesson learnt, that one's health is one's
wealth, do notignore it.

On completion of her 5-year term as
Chairman of the Staff Selection
Commission, aunty and uncle moved to
Chandigarh. Their home in Sector 4 had
alovely garden, lush green lawn, plants of
various varieties, flowers and herbs in the
vegetable patch as aunty took charge of
the garden.

Whenever my wife, Mona and I
visited their home in the evening we
would invariably find aunty and uncle
sitting in the garden, tea trolley neatly laid
out, playing host to either aunty's former
students or other leading and well-known
intellectuals and personalities young and
old from the fields of education,
literature, religion, art, theatre, politics
etc. We would learn a lot from the
intellectually stimulating conversations
which would act as a catalyst to activate
our grey cells. This broadened our
intellectual and worldly horizon and gave
us a multidimensional perspective of life.
Later on, even though arthritis limited
aunty's physical activities, she would be
rolled out in her wheelchair by either
Roopinder or Ravi, her sons, for the
evening rendezvous. Now in the
wonderful new home in Sector 18, aunty's
room looks out onto an impressive front
garden.

We are fortunate to have Aunty
amongst us at Chandigarh. Even having
crossed the ripe age of 97 years and
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having weathered many a storm,
including the loss of uncle in 2007, she is
still mentally alert, and sharp — as
graceful and charming as ever, a quality
which israre.

She has the capacity to make and take
hard decisions, showing flexibility in
thought and immense foresight, for the
benefit and larger good of all concerned,
no matter how painful these decisions
may be to her personally.

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On Her Own Terms

ROMA KAUR

ith so many firsts behind her,
Inderjit Kaur's story is one
that could easily be dubbed as

the "KAURS' story of the century". A
story that could inspire generations to
come—a story that would be told and
retold a thousand times and one that
could easily grab any film producer's
attention. We begin unfolding the pages
of her life. The setting is a stereotypical
Bombay film of the 1960s—an
aristocratic family of Patiala, a great-
grandfather who served in the court of
Maharaja Bhupinder Singh as "krora"

and a father, Colonel Sher Singh, a high-
ranking military officer with the Patiala
army.

The year i1s 1923, the family is
rejoicing the birth of their first child,
Inderjit Kaur, who grows up to be a
young, energetic and daring damsel; a
star amongst the rest of the siblings.
Inderjit Kaur is known for some of her
major accomplishments—the first
woman Vice-Chancellor of a co-ed
university of India and the first woman
Chairperson of the Staff Selection
Commission of India. She belongs to an

era when only the rarest of rare women in
India managed to get formal education,
but she rose up to hold these two positions
which were extremely coveted ones and
hitherto held only by males.

The story starts very soon after she
did her Matriculation. This was the pre-
Partition era when Lahore was a part of
India. Her words paint a vivid description
of how the palanquin kind of carriages
were the trusted means of transport for all
women who belonged to the upper strata
of society and how they would all observe
purdah when in public.

She belonged to a family that not only
boasted of royal patronage, but also
excellence in education and profession
and this led to an easy flow of modern
thoughts within the family. Once she
completed Matric, her paternal
grandfather visited the family and told
Col Sher Singh that it was high time they
wrapped up Inderjit Kaur’s education
and got her married. This was the first
instance when Inderjit openly confronted
her grandfather. "Why not stop my
brother's education," she asked. Inderjit
won full support from her father.
Education didn't come easy for women
those days and sometimes teachers would
have to come home and persuade parents

to allow their daughters to come out and
study in colleges.

In 1945, Ms Kaur did her master’s in
philosophy. A fond remembrance colours
her cheerful disposition as she proudly
shares: "On the December 16, 1946, 1
joined Victoria Girls Intermediate
College in Patiala as a Gazetted Lecturer."
It was her first step towards the
extraordinary accomplishments that she
was to make later in life.

Soon, she felt the need to compliment
her degree in Philosophy with another
degree in Punjabi that would allow her to
explore the wealth of her own language
and literature. She was in the first batch of
a Master’s program in the Punjabi
language from Panjab University.

Needless to mention, it must take
some real solid footing for a woman in
those times to pursue education and
career. In her own words, "I was one of
those fiery spirited, forward-looking
women in my times. Khare paani vich
badboo aan lag paindi har par jehra dareya
hat, oh texi nal vagda hai..... Main us vagde
dariya ditarha si."

In 1947 during the Partition of India,
the riots between the Hindus and
Muslims broke out and women were the
most affected. They were in totally
helpless condition and unable to flee once
their men folk were killed. The
restlessness was growing and a lot of
people were trying to take advantage of
the situation by taking those women to
their homes or exploiting their condition
in other ways. She got to witness the
devastating condition of these women in
Patiala. The Kaur in her couldn't accept
their plight quietly. She decided to take



up their issue to the Central Government.
"I chased all levels of the government so
that those unfortunate women could be
reunited with their families.” She got 400
sewing machines for refugee women. All
this was done under the aegis of Mata
Sahib Kaur Dal an organisation which has
Sardarni Manmohan Kaur, wife of Gian
Singh Rarewala, (who served as the Prime
Minister of PEPSU and as a Minister in
Punjab) as President and Inderjit Kaur as
General Secretary.

They also opened a Mata Sahib Kaur
Dal School, Patiala, for mainly refugee
children. Their aim was to facilitate the
return of the displaced women and
children to their homes and families as
well as to help them fend for themselves.
Inderjit Kaur doesn't fail to mention how
she faced opposition from all kinds of
people once she took up this project: "I
was used to speaking in the public because
of all the umpteen declamation contests I
had participated in. I got women in the
forefront and hence faced a lot of
opposition. Butlife is of no use if there are
no hurdles. And I believe in overcoming
these hurdles. I ensured that these
women received some military training so
that they could face the mobs bravely. I
also partook in that training. And that act
was the most gratifying one for me."

“It wasn't easy trying to get my
parents to support me,” she says as she
explains the secret of her success with her
parents. "The fact that I was good at
solving problems, very responsible,
helped my parents with my siblings and
excelled in studies went a long way in
proving my worth and receiving their
trust. In life, you don't get your rights just
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by rebelling, in fact, in most of the cases,
we must prove ourselves to be deserving
of those rights and only then, can we
expect something in return."

How difficult was it to keep marriage
at bay while you were making your
career?

"I told them (my parents) that I
wanted to achieve something before
getting married. And I don't want to get
married to the typical aristocrat who
would drink and make merry. I was
looking for someone more enlightened,
who would give equal rights to women. In
my heart I knew that more than the
groom's education and social status, what
held more importance for me were his
ideas and ideals."

And Inderjit Kaur was indeed lucky
to get married to a noted litterateur and
scholar, Giani Gurdit Singh, who
belonged to the Mithewal village in
Sangrur. He wrote quite a few books and
his Mera Pind is considered as a classic
work of Punjabi literature. It won two
awards from UNESCO. He was the
owner-editor of the daily newspaper
Parkash and in 1956; he became a
member of the Punjab Legislative
Council for a six-year term. Giani Gurdit
Singh was a prominent religious scholar
and the co-founder of Guru Granth Vidya
Kendras in Delhi and Chandigarh.
Inderjit Kaur has two sons, Roopinder
Singh and Ravinder Singh.

From 1946 until 1975, Inderjit Kaur
held various positions in the academic
arena of Punjab from one college to
another, from one city to another.
Wherever, she went, she contributed
positively to the development of the
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educational system in those institutions.
All those years, she worked not only in
educational uplift but also in cultural
revival in the state.

She created history when in 1975, she
was appointed as Vice-Chancellor of
Punjabi University in Patiala, her
hometown. It was indeed a great honour
for her to become the first lady Vice-
Chancellor of a co-educational university
in India (one of the three in the world at
that time) and also a refreshing example
of society's open embrace of female power
and merit. It certainly was a Herculean
task to work on such a demanding
position where even men failed at times.
But as one of her colleagues had once
commented: "She is the only man in the
university". She feels that today, this post
has become more of a political seat just
like today's universities have less and less
space for academicians.

During this time, she also
represented the university at various
national as well as international
conferences.

What do you feel about the dynamics
of education today?

"Today, it is certainly very different.
Education just seems to be a synonym of
information but in those times, education
was the only vehicle for learning as well as
cultivation. The teacher had an aim for
the student: character building.
Education also meant inculcation of the
culture in the student through history
and literature. Unfortunately, even that
culture has ceased to exist. Today, much
of the culture is what we see on television.
It's a good example of corruption....
polluted culture which helps distract the

viewers....acharan da vigarna."

And what was your approach in the
classroom?

I would first establish personal
contact with the students, collect some
personal data and then deal with the
educational part. We used to help nurture
talent. She recollects how a very shy
student later topped in the class. And
another one started painting and became
areally good painter.

She finds today's trends in Education
very mechanised as the parents are so
pressurised because of the cut-throat
competition around them. As Albert
Einstein said, "It is a miracle that curiosity
survives formal education". She also feels
that the quality of education has gone
down and it doesn't give the students a
chance to realize their potential.

In 1980, Inderjit Kaur was appointed
as the Chairperson of the Staff Selection
Commission, New Delhi. Once again,
Kaur was the first woman to have chaired
the commission. During her 5-year term,
she would be travelling, sometimes up to
20 days in a month, but her husband was
ever-supportive and so were her children.
Whenever she was in town, she made sure
that the evenings were reserved for the
family and they did their prayers
together, sat, discussed and ate together.
A hands-on mom to two, she held herself
strong by her tenacious faith in God. She
enjoyed every challenge she met in life
and was unwilling to quit whenever
adversity knocked the doors of her life.
She sums up the secret behind her
success, "Whatever I accomplished was
because of faith and I am proud to be a
Sikh. Wherever I go, I talk of religion and



whatever I can do to propagate it."

Her husband, the late Giani Gurdit
Singh, was also a very strong force in her
life. In due course of their married life,
both of them became inspirations for each
other. And, together they paved the way
for their own, and their children's success.
She shares a family secret that could work
very well as a methodology for child
rearing: "Our parents never interfered in
our lives and we did the same. We gave
them responsible freedom — the right to
make and decisions and the appropriate
guidance to implement their plans.
"Bagawat to'n nahi hak nikalde, zummevar
to'n hak milde han."

In the end, her message to all the
Kaurs: "Unless religion speaks through
your life and actions, you can't be
religious. If you are a Sikh, every action
and whatever we talk must reflect the Sikh
philosophy. It’s not only the dastar and
kakkar that are the essential components
of this faith; if your character doesn't
speak of your religion, your merit doesn't
speak of it, your behaviour doesn't
comply with your religion, then what's the
use? First, assume responsibilities and
success will follow soon."
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It is lamentable that such stories and
information about societies that accorded
power to females in public and personal
lives has been replaced with silence and
gaps that have led to the formation of a
totally different image about that
particular culture and society.

In an era when women in North
America were still fighting for some basic
rights like women be acknowledged as
persons in their constitutions, some
women in India were way ahead than the
men of their times.

Today, Inderjit Kaur lives in her
home in Chandigarh with her elder son
Roopinder Singh who has followed his
parents' footsteps and is an accomplished
journalist, author and photographer.
Inderjit Kaur continues to provide
motivation and guidance to people
around her.

Resettling women refugees

DUCATION and culture, freedom
and responsibility, friends and fruits
— these are the things that come to
mind when I think of my days in
Lahore, the city I moved to from
In Lahore, I studied at Rai Bahadur Sohan
Lal Training College for my BT (Bachelor of
Teaching) and then joined Government Col-
lege, Lahore, for MA in Philosophy. Since my
father, Col Sher Singh, was in Peshawar, Iwas
in college hostels. My parents’ progressive
tion to study for higher education allowed me
to be in Lahore as a young woman. Even‘as I
studied hard, I learned to negotiate the barri-
ers of patriarchy and feudal attitudes.
In my free time, my friends always
teased me they did not have to
look hard to find me; I would
be at the nearest fruit shop.
In April 1946, I moved from
Lahore to Patiala after com-
pleting my MA and soon
started teaching. I would
often reminisce about my
pleasant Lahore days and say
that Iwould soon visit the capital
of Punjab. This was not to be.
The year 1947 was historic, it gave us
Independence, and the Partition triggered the
massacreof lakhs of Hindu, Sikh and Muslim
tion and mistreatment of women — thou-
sands suffered as they were abducted and
abused. Many jumped into wells and died.
Inthe last days of August,  was standing on
the balcony of our Lal Bagh house when I
heard loud noises in the street and saw about
two dozen unclothed women being paraded
by a horrible crowd. So disgusted was I with
this terrible scene that even today, when I
think of it, I shudder with revulsion. I vowed
to do all I could to help my unfortunate sis-
ters, although I could do nothing that day.
Refugees started pouring into Patiala,
spurred by the generosity of Maharaja
Yadavindra Singh, who welcomed them.
They were in a pathetic state — people of
means suddenly without means, rendered
homeless, grateful to be alive. Now they had
to deal with the loss of those family mem-
bers and friends who did not make it, as well
as the catastrophic loss of the financial
underpinnings that built up their family's
economic security.
With like-minded ladies, most of them eld-
er to me, I got to work in Mata Sahib Kaur
Dal, ndmed afterGuru Gobind Singh's wife.

Manmohan Kaur, the wife of Gian Singh
Rarewala, the then Prime Minister of Patiala
state, was the president and Harraj Kaur the
vice-chief. I was the general secretary. To help
these displaced people, we sought the assis-
tance of prominent people, especially the DC,
Baldev Singh, and Wazir Singh Jeji, DP1.

We concentrated on women refugees from
Lahore, Rawalpindi, Pothohar, Multan and
Jhang, Over a hundred beautiful Kashmiri
‘women who were especially vulnerable in the

L Kurukshetra camp came to Patiala.

We wanted to gather as much as we could
give to them. So, in addition to official help,
‘we would go around the city collecting food
and clothes. We had never ever done this,

and we were initially a bit embar-
rassed, but the cause embold-

for donations was a
unique sight. They gave
generously, and 1 am
sure that the novelty
factor also came into
play. Let's remember that
this was the Patiala in
which, when I was in school, a
covered family buggy always
transported me in purdah.

Of course, there were difficulties, including
the one I faced at home when my mother
gently admonished me and said girls from
our background were not expected to be out
on the streets, literally begging! The eternal
issue: “What would people say!”

I replied that the cause was so great that it
didn't matter what people thought; what
mattered was what we could do for the people
who needed help so desperately. She soon
came around to this point of view and in fact
actively donated from our own home and
started persuading others to donate as well, of
course without ever coming in the limelight
or stepping out of her Lal Bagh home, as was
expected of her. I have always admired the
power of Indian women who accomplish so
much within the social constraints they face.

We sent two truckloads to refugee camps
in Baramulla and Poonch in Kashmir,
where the Patiala army had come to the res-
cue of the locals. These trucks contained
food items, old clothes, blankets, woollens,
as also bathing items.

Meanwhile, Patiala was being inundated
with people from across what had suddenly
become a border. Active measures were tak-
en by Gian Singh Rarewala and the editor of

The Tribune, January 2, 2022

Parkash daily newspaper, Giani Gurdit
Singh, to bring in scholars and settle them in
Patiala in the houses vacated by the Muslim
population that had now moved to Pakistan.
On behalf of the Mata Sahib Kaur Dal, we
rehabilitated hundreds of families at Patiala.

‘We gave the women sewing machines to
work on, earn a living. Initially, we even mar-
keted their products. All this in addition to
the regular work we did at our homes! In my
case, there was also teaching at the Victoria
Girls Intermediate College, which I had
joined on December 16, 1046.

Soon after Partition, there was the issue of
marooned Muslim women who were being
exploited. Along with other ladies, I met
Mridula Sarabhai. She enlisted our help, but
the task itself was challenging, and I have
mixed feelings about it till date.

We faced many difficulties in recovering
abducted women. In Sangrur, a Muslim
woman flatly refused to go to Palistan. “Tlive
well here. I get to eat and drink, I get to wear
Jjewellery, I have two children, how canleave
them?" she said. In Bhawanigarh, another
woman voiced a common concern: “Tlost my
honour here, who is there to accept me now?"
In a village near Kharar, the Sardar who had
a Muslim woman in his house said: “This
Allahrakhi had given me my heir" The
woman, too, refused to go.

I enlisted one of my friends from Lahaore to
‘help us, and with her assistance, we were able
tolocate some families and send women back
to them. On the whole, for many, it was dou-
ble displacement, and it was with a sense of
relief that many of us volunteers saw the
endeavour wind down.

In any case, there were refugee families in
Patiala to be taken care of. As often happens,
with the passage of time, help was dwindling,
but in the meantime, the people who had
crossed the border were empowering them-
selves, taking control of their lives.

Post-partition, Patiala had lost a sizeable
Muslim population. The new population
came in with fresh energy. People were will-
ing to work to regain the life that they had
lost, and they devoted themselves to it with
uncommon verve and focus, Naturally, this
brought a sense of satisfaction and pride in
me and became the balm that healed the hor-
rors I had seen. In time, I would teach their
children in college, and they would be post-
graduate students at Punjabi University
when Iwas there,. '
